Noblesville Sign Ordinance

With the summer season around the corner, neighborhoods will have
complaints regarding nuisance trash, overgrown grass, illegal signs,
and other various complaints. These concerns may be directed by
calling the Department of planning at 776-6325. Complaints may
remain anonymous; however, it is encouraged that some type of
contact information be left in case there are further questions.

Only one (1) real estate sign is permitted per property street front-
age. The sign is permitted to be up to six (6) square feet and is only
permitted to be located on the property for sale. Directional signs
are not permitted, no exceptions. For garage sale signs, they may be
no larger than four (4) square feet and they are also only permitted to
be located on the property where the garage sale occurs for up to six
(6) days a year.

For neighborhood events, such as neighborhood garage sales, Easter
egg hunts, neighborhood meetings, and other events, the
Neighborhood Association my place a four (4) square foot sign on
the Neighborhood’s common space or on the property (s) of a
resident that is participating in the neighborhood event.

Again, these signs may not be located in the right-of-way, which
includes the medians of any entryways into the subdivision. It is the
responsibility of the City to remove and dispose of any sign, which
is located in the public right-of-way.
