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Nature Notes . . .

To maintain a healthy, dense, green, actively growing turf, it is necessary to water a lawn d
dry periods. In order to obtain optimum results you need to consider frequency of wate
amount of water to apply, time of day to water and rate of application.

Beware of ovematering! The consequences of over watering are not always obvious, but
cause a decline in turf quality. The first signs of water stress are-ghaish color and

footprints remain in the grass after walking across it. Ideally, the grass should be watered §
point.

As the degree of water stress increases the turf, it will wilt and have a gyesgsh color.

Wilted turf will recover rapidly after watering. Severe drought stress will cause the turf to t
brown and possibly die. Watering at this point will help the grass survive, but it will take ab
three weeks for it to fully recover.

Homeowners with automatic irrigation systems should not water on a set schedule. The pro|
should be changed according to the | awnds
it off until the grass needs watering again.

Most lawn in Indiana needdl1l 1/2 inches of water per week. It is best to apply water in
single thorough soaking or two equal applications three to fur days apart, rather than in
applications daily. The soil should be wet to a depth of 6 inches.
