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FYI concerning our Pets  

Please adhere to the Noblesville ordinance concerning pets:   

· òRestraintó  Any animal secured by a leash or lead, or under the physical control of the animalõs 

owner or  attending party, or within the real property limits of its owner.   

· Removal of Excrement:  Persons responsible for an animal shall immediately remove the animalõs 

excrement from public lands or from the property of another, excepting a blind person working 

with a guide dog.   

· Noisy Dogs:  No person shall allow the continuous barking, yelping, whining or howling of a dog.  

The humane officer may take steps immediately to correct the situation and cause the noise to be 
abated, either through   issuance of a citation, or impounding the animal if no owner or agent can 

be found at the time of disturbance. which states that dogs are to be contained within the         
perimeter of your yard.   

If you are taking your pooch for a walk, they must be secured on a leash.  Also, plastic bread bags are 
excellent for picking up pet droppings,  as you take your furry friend for a walk.  

Almond Chicken and Rice 
Prep 5 min.   Total 30min.   Makes 4 servings  
 

4     boneless, skinless chicken breast halves (1 lb.) 
¼    cup Kraft Tuscan House Italian Dressing and   
       Marinade, divided 
1 ¼ cups fat-free reduced sodium chicken broth  
½    tsp. garlic powder  
2     cups broccoli florets  
1     cup instant white rice, uncooked 
¼     cup Planters Sliced Almonds, toasted,    
        divided 

COOK chicken in 2 Tbsp. dressing 
in large nonstick skillet on         
medium heat 4 min. on each side 
or until evenly browned.   STIR in broth, garlic 
powder and remaining dressing; bring to boil.  
Cover; simmer 5 min. or until chicken is done 
(165°F).  Remove chicken; cover to keep warm.  
ADD broccoli to skillet; cook, uncovered, 3 min. 
Stir in rice and 3 Tbsp. nuts.  Remove from 
heat; cover.  Let stand 7 min.  Serve chicken 
over rice; top with remaining nuts.

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Brush & Leaf 
Å Brush pick up runs through October 23, 2009. 

Å Pick up is on the same day as resident's regular trash / recycle collection, by the NSD.  

Å Do not put brush in the street.  Brush placed in the right-of-way could result in a fine being issued by 

the Police Department.   

Å All brush must  be stacked in small piles, no more than four feet in length and eighteen inches in 

diameter (4'x18").  Individual limb size should be no more than four inches (4") in diameter.  If the 
resident's brush pile exceeds the above stated size, please contact the Street Department to              

schedule a special brush pick up.  

Å Between October 26th and March 19, 2010, please call the Street Dept. at 776-6348 to schedule 

brush pick up as weather permits.  Leaf Drop-Off is not available at the Noblesville Street                 

Department.  
 

Leaf pick up begins September 21, 2009 - December 4, 2009 

Å Bagged leaves are the quickest method of leaf pick up.   

Å Weekly pick up is on the same day as resident's regular trash collection (weather permitting), by the 

NSD.  Please separate trash from leaves.   

Å Bagged leaves must be in the biodegradable bags provided by the City.  The bags can be picked up at 

any Fire Station, City Hall, Street Department, Parks Department or The Hamilton County Household 
Hazardous Waste Center.  The bags are free of charge to all Noblesville residents.  Bags will be 

picked up in front of your home 

Å Residents may put out as many bags as necessary.  Bagged leaves must weigh no more than 40 lbs.   

Å Loose leaves may be raked as close to the edge of the street as possible without placing leaves in the 

street.  Be sure that leaves are free of any other debris.  All loose leaves are picked up on street side 

only.  No loose leaves are picked up in alleys.  

Å Street crews will make a continuous circuit with leaf vacuums of the City September 21st through 

December 4th (weather permitting).  On average, it takes between four and six weeks to make a   
complete circuit of the City. 

Nature Notes  

Fertilizing in Autumn 
Autumn gardening begins soon after the summer flowers begin to fade. Autumn is a good time to         
fertilize trees, shrubs, and hardy perennials. Feeding perennials in autumn will encourage new growth in 

the coming year. Lawns should be lightly dusted with some type of low nitrogen fertilizer to  establish good 
root growth before winter. Low nitrogen will discourage early leaf growth, as well. 
 

 

 

Pruning & Trimming in Fall 
Rambling and climbing roses should be pruned close to their base in autumn, leaving just a few flowering 

shoots. Fuchsias can be trimmed back to 18ó and old flowers and foliage should be removed from any 

container plants and cut back to 4ó or 6ó from the soil level.
