AGE OF 14 is allowed to swim unless they are accompanied by their parent or a responsible adult.  
This is an important policy and must be, not only respected, but enforced by all residents in order to 

maintain a pleasant experience at the pool.  Understand, the pool is not a babysitter!

Going Green in Noblesville . . . proper fertilizer usage  

This time of year, many people turn their  attention to their lawns and gardens to prepare them for warm 
weather.  By fertilizing your yard properly, you can make your lawn beautiful while not harming the                       
environment and our  waterways.  The most effective ways include: 

 

· Use fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides sparingly.  Remember that what you put on 
your lawn usually finds its way into streams and rivers, so use the lowest amount of 
these things as possible. 

· Choose a fertilizer with a low phosphorus number (the middle number).  Only newly-
seeded lawns or phosphorus-deficient soils require phosphorus.  %NM½S EDQSHKHYD ADENQD @ Q@HM RSNQLq 

· Consider using organic fertilizers, as they release nutrients more slowly. 

· Sweep fertilizers and other chemicals that get onto driveways and  sidewalks back onto your lawn in help 
keep them out of our storm drains.

1/4 teaspoon cinnamon  
 

Heat the oven to 450º. Melt the butter in a large   baking sheet in the oven, about 2 minutes. 
Place the           tortillas in the baking pan (they may overlap a bit), turning each once to coat both 
sides with butter. 
 

Stir together the sugar and cinnamon and sprinkle the mixture evenly over the tortillas. Bake the 
tortillas until golden and puffed in spots, about 7 minutes. Serve them warm. Makes 6 servings
