Lighting from a practical perspective plays one or more of five crime prevention roles:
surveillance, deterrence, detection, liability reduction, and fear reduction
Reduction in attractiveness of places for vandalism and malicious mischief.
Good lighting influences pedestrians' perception of the safety of the area being lit.

That is, lighting makes people feel safer and hence more likely to use lit areas at night.
Social influence theory suggests that we prevent crime because we exert influence over
each other formally and informally against committing criminal acts. Under this concept,
lighting helps us view each other's acts and exert whatever influence we might to promote
acceptable behavior and discourage criminal acts. Positive social control builds community
cohesion and pride, which has been documented to reduce crime.
A Exterior lighting contributes to the ambience and perceived value of the community.

7 MONEY STUMBLES TO AVOID

Everyone makes money mistakes, and some might be unavoidable when

. people are in financial distress. But missteps or miscalculations can cost you
@ a | ot over the long term or i
Blunders that could cause significant financial, and sometimes emotional, pain.

1. Not updating wills and beneficiaries . Eighty-si x per cent hadnodét wupda
estate-planning documents within the previous five years. Tales of first spouses inadvertently left
as beneficiaries on insurance policies or retirement accounts are common.

2. Not sharing information with family . In only 30 percent of households did both spouses know
maj or details about the familybd6s finances
share what they know; financial accounts, required passwords and keys to safe-deposit boxes.
An easy solution is to designate a safe, file cabinet, or safe-deposit box to hold all important
documents and account-access information. Communication between generations can reduce
hassles and misunderstandings.

3. Messing up on 401(k)s . About two-fifths of respondents set aside 6 percent or less of pretax
income in defined contribution retirement accounts, most likely missing out on free employer
matches. Ninety-one percent never reviewed fund expenses within their plans, though those
expenses play a major role in investorsodo ret
long term is the most surefire way to avoid mistakes and build wealth in a relatively risk-free way.

4. Underinsuring . A mere 36 percent of homeowners had purchased extended coverage on their

homeowners insurance that covered the full replacement value of personal property. Only

20 percent of the survey respondents had umbrella coverage to protect them from liability

lawsuits. Consider your homeowners policy to include coverage for inflation protection and

rebuild up to code, federal flood insurance - even if yours is not considered to be in a flood-prone

area (20% of all flood claims arise outside of high-risk areas) and life and disability insurance

(Term life is more economical). If your employer offers supplemental long-term group disability

insurance, consider buying it. A supplemental group policy that raises coverage to 70 percent of

income from 40 percent could cost you on average $150 to $200 a year.

Not planning for emergencies . More than 70 percent in the survey stated not having an

emergency fund that could cover three to six months of living expenses; 77 percent had not

stored important financial information and contacts in a secure place. Saving a bit at a time,

around $20 a week, can help build your cash buffer.

fastest growing crime in the country, this may be a mistake.

7. Mismanaging debt . Almost one-fifth of those surveyed had revolving debt on credit cards of a
least $10,000. Of the almost one-quarter of respondents who where in debt for education loans,
47 percent had taken more costly private loans. Credit cards are among the most expensive
type of consumer debt and 13%, according to the survey, pay only the minimum due each
month. To begin to free yourself from balances, consider consolidating your debt with a
home-equi ty | ine of credit. I f you dondt own
transferring your balance to a lower-cost card. One that offers 0% financing on balance transfers
for 12 to 18 months, after which the rate will jump between 12 and 22 percent. Focus on retiring
your debt by paying more than the minimum due each month. It may take time, but you can
bring your finances back from the brink. Have a budget!
